We have presented three exhibitions featuring tea utensils during the
Takebashi days: one special, and two collection shows.

In Celebration of the First Anniversary of the National Crafts
Museum’s Move

Crafts from the Meiji period (1868-1912) show a distinctive
characteristic that is never seen in those from any other periods. They
intensely visualize “passion” as seen in ceramics and metalworks with
sculptural decorations that seem to jump out of the surface and animal
ornaments showing realistic expressions as if they were alive. Japanese social
structure underwent a dramatic shift in the Meiji period. Crafts from the
era seem to reflect craftspeople’s desperate efforts to find a means of
survival. Also considering our life now suffering from the COVID-19
pandemic, the theme of the exhibition was set in an effort to enable the
visitors to appreciate crafts from the period with sympathy.

TWELVE
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MEIJi CRAFTS
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100 Years of Mingei: The Folk Crafts Movement

The Folk Crafts (Mingei) movement was born in a time when the modern
eye began to discover rurality—a sort of irony. Commemorating the 60th
anniversary of Yanagi Soetsu’s death, this exhibition illustrated the
movement and its surrounding society, history, and economy with more
than 450 exhibits including daily utensils such as ceramics, textiles,
woodwork, straw raincoats, and baskets, folk paintings such as Otsu-e (lit.
Otsu painting, named after the town of Otsu), and contemporary materials
including publications, books, photographs, and videos. We focused on, in
particular, the movement's modern “editorial” strategy with three pillars,
namely art museums, publication, and distribution, and on their local
networks that enabled collaboration by linking people, things, and
information across each region. In addition to collection of beautiful things,
activities of the movement were extended to include: the creation of a system
for production and distribution of new Mingei products; actions to raise
social questions such as improvement of living in rural areas; propositions
about housing, food, and clothing; and landscape conservation. In contrast
to most of the past Mingei exhibitions that highlighted Yanagi Soetsu’s
thought and works by individual artisans who initiated the movement from
the viewpoint of the movement’s “insiders,” our show shed light on the
outside context that led to the formation of the movement and on the
activities of its members in various parts of the country to examine the
historical significance, possibilities,
and limits of the movement.
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Kaburaki Kiyokata: A Retrospective

Painter Kaburaki Kiyokata (1878-1972) started his career as an
illustrator, sent many works to governmental exhibitions, and received a
Cultural Medal in 1954. Our acquisition in 2019 of his important works,
Tsukijiakashi-cho, Tokyo, Shintomi-cho, Tokyo, and Hama-cho Gashi, Tokyo,
has increased interest in the painter. Presenting his achievements centering
on important and excellent works in our collection, this timely exhibition
promoted research into the works in our collection, visitor attraction, and
reduction of exhibition costs at the same time.

The show was organized based on the first examination of Kiyokata’s
own rating marked in his notebooks, the characteristics of the works that
he rated highly, and a thorough investigation of work locations. Our
research has changed the painter's image presented in our 1999 Kaburaki
Kiyokata: A Retrospective. Now he is regarded as a genre painter who
depicted the life of common Japanese people as illustrated by his works
themselves. The organization differed between the two venues. At the
National Museum of Modern Art, Kyoto where a retrospective of the
painter was presented for the first time, the show was organized
chronologically. In Tokyo, a thematic organization presented in an easy-to-
understand manner the three pillars in which Kiyokata was interested.
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The MOMAT Collection

Consisting of twelve rooms and Gallery 4, the collection exhibition had
themes for the respective rooms while loosely illustrating the historical trends
of modern art. In addition, we always tried to propose new ways of
appreciating art by giving small exhibitions on timely topics.

The period beginning in June featured MOMAT Collection Special:
Masterpieces of Japanese Art from the End of the 19th Century to the Present
organized from the viewpoint of search for identity in expectation of an
increase of international visitors during the Tokyo Olympics and
Paralympics. While we could not receive visitors from abroad because of the
COVID-19 pandemic, the exhibition presented to Japanese audience a
viewable display that provided an opportunity to relativize the art of our
country.

In the period beginning in October, Fine Art and Advertising Art
presented both design works from the National Crafts Museum's collection
and art works from ours to shed light on the formative and personal
interactions between fine and advertising art in the early postwar days when
the border between fine art and commercial design was unclear. A manifold
approach that included a webpage carrying an interview with contemporary
graphic designer Nagai Kazumasa led to broader media exposure than usual.

In the period beginning in March, White and Black Cartoons illustrated
the diverse interplays between art and manga in the period from the 1950s,
when manga manners of expression became the focus of attention among
artists, until the 1970s. The annual Spring Festival in MOMAT was well
received presenting different crafts such as textiles and ceramics from the
National Crafts Museum’s collection in addition to paintings featuring
cherry blossoms.

Characterized by its cutting-edge programs, Gallery 4 focused in the
period beginning in June on the development of postwar sculpture centering
on iron as a material and featuring Circle IV (1962, a recent acquisition) by
David Smith, one of the most important sculptors in postwar America. The
period beginning in March featured the first display in Japan of French
painter Pierre Bonnard’s Landscape in Provence that we acquired last year.
The show examined his influence on contemporary and postwar painting by
juxtaposing landscapes by Japanese artists.

Highlights of the collection exhibition included Tanaka Koki's video 4
Pottery Produced by Five Potters ar Once (Silent Attempt), a sign-language
version of which was produced last year. The video was distributed free
online at our website throughout the fiscal year and was shown in the
collection exhibition in the period beginning in October. During the period,
a talk session mainly with people engaged in the production of the sign-
language version was organized
and distributed online. While
Tanaka's video was shown, we
invited hearing-impaired
people to the gallery to
organize a monitoring session
and receive feedback about
barrier-free design at art
museums.

Crafts Museum for Kids & Adults: Welcome to the Jungle!

Paying attention to nature, one of the most important motifs in craft
production, the exhibition focused on the power of life that stretches and spreads
to encourage those who have been exhausted by the prolonged Corona
pandemic. It consisted of three chapters: Jungle Night, Into Animals, and Full
Bloom! On the theme of dark forests, Jungle Night presented works that evoke
the breath of life that stirs in the night and in the shadows. The work by
KOFUSHIWAKI Tsukasa on special display was placed so that it was visible in
front of visitors as they enter the entrance, with an all-black background to create
the effect of trees emerging from the depths of the darkness. NAKASIMA
Naomi's Nature’s Talk 2005 - grenouille -, also on special display, was set up with
a human-presence sensor device that produces the sound of a frog's croak to
stimulate the auditory sense, resulting in a longer viewing time than at the other
cases. The second chapter featured the design composition of animal motifs in
traditional craft forms and the love for living creatures. The display suggested
the flows from dawn to the daytime, from life to death. This inspired the
children visitors to come up with their own stories, and enjoy and understand
the world of the works. The last chapter examined the relationship between the
forms of plants such as flowers, leaves, and fruits that inspired the artists’
creativity and their thinking about form creation. Presenting a diverse array of
designs, the display was favorably received by the participating artists.

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The Cyclical Nature of Art Nouveau and the Stylistic Influence of
Japanese Crafts and Design

Centering on the idea of “cycle,” this exhibition tried to understand the
history of Art Nouveau from the Japonism boom in the late nineteenth
century and the birth of Art Nouveau to its return to Japan as a cutting-
edge art movement. Paying attention also to Japanese art as a source of Art
Nouveau, it illustrated with 150 crafts and design works how the underlying
perspective on nature had been handed down to the present day.

Highlights of the exhibition included 21 works related to Art Nouveau
borrowed from the National Museum of Modern Art, Kyoto that enabled a
multi-faceted, deeper illustration of the movement.
